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Artist Statement

The body is as an intelligent instrument, a conscious force.  I seek it.

I unravel movement until its essence is revealed.  A dancer’s personality—the struggles and negotiations within her body—becomes the instrument that flushes out the truth of her presence that cannot be understood without its physical expression.  Her palette of discretions and vulnerabilities is my mirror.  I see it.

I study the poetry of human weight in order to find momentum’s boundaries within my body. I study momentum to find the boundaries outside of me, and in the edges of another.  I study the bare complication present in my unspoken responses to individuality within this cultural body.  I feel it.

I am intrigued by the edges of the performance disciplines.  They all beckon to be reckoned with so that they may fit together. I take this as an invitation to engage with sound, set, and theatrical elements as active bodies in a choreographic environment. I incite it.

When embodied, my intuitions and ideas become predicaments between natural impulse and private codes of conduct.  They accumulate in my work as physical tapestries and movement cultures. I present the riddle in its own language, a visceral graphic, a sensorial message.  My work reads like a novel written on a single page—it must be experienced rather than understood. I reveal it.

I fail to balance within my limitation.  I admit it.

I leave it with my questions. It moves. I seek it.
